
James Hiebert is the Robert J. Barkley Professor of Education at the University of 
Delaware, where he teaches in programs of teacher preparation, professional 
development, and doctoral studies. His professional interests focus on mathematics 
teaching and learning in classrooms. He has edited books on students’ mathematics 
learning and co-authored the books Making Sense: Teaching and Learning Mathematics 
with Understanding and The Teaching Gap: Best Ideas from the World’s Teachers for 
Improving Education in the Classroom. He served on the National Research Council 
committee that produced Adding It Up and Helping Children Learn Mathematics, was 
director of the mathematics portion of the TIMSS 1999 Video Study, and is a PI on the 
NSF-funded Mid-Atlantic Center for Teaching and Learning Mathematics. He has served 
on the editorial boards for American Educational Research Journal, Cognition and 
Instruction, Elementary School Journal, Journal for Research in Mathematics Education, 
Journal of Educational Psychology, Journal of Mathematical Behavior, and Mathematics
